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Rudolph (Rudy) Prescod was born in Georgetown, Guyana, and raised in the Church of the Nazarene together with his five siblings. Rudy accepted Jesus as His personal Lord and Saviour in 1980. After some struggle, he finally answered the call to ministry and enrolled at Caribbean Nazarene Theological College in 1984, graduating in 1988 with the Diploma in Theology. Rudy serves as Dean of Admissions and lectures at Caribbean Nazarene College in Trinidad since 2004 and lives there with his wife Rev. Barbara Prescod and their daughter Mariah Joy.
